	Budget ongoing – Council Tax will go up. Government has been using ‘guestimates’ due to amounts being declared late. HBC are in a healthy position, but need to be careful. Work on the new Council offices has started. The sale of Crescent Gardens has been withdrawn due to complications from the purchasers, going back on sale in the Spring. There is an allowance to all Farmers who experienced floods Christmas and Boxing Day up to £20,000 on uninsured items. 
	

	7.    Report – Cllr Harrison
	Payments of up to £500 are available to house holders that have been affected by the floods, businesses as well. The County Council face a £3 million repair bill for the Tadcaster bridge repairs and A59 Kexgill will be closed for the foreseeable future the rocks have moved at least 2 foot with cracks and a stream running behind. There is talk of rerouting the road, but this is a long term aim. Council Tax will definitely rise HBC approx 2% and a further 2% by County to cover the pay for Social Care announced by the Government. 
Tour de Yorkshire will be going thru Burnt Yates from Ripley on to the Brimham Rocks Road. The level of disruption will be nothing like the Tour de France. Police outriders maximum 1 hour the last Friday in April.
